Dear Customer,

Thank you for purchasing the Shar STR-200 Tuner/Recorder. The STR-200 is a multifunctional recording tuner
with a back lit display. This product can be used as a chromatic, guitar or bass tuner or as a recorder.

There are tuning options available. Use the built in microphone or the in line pickup. Recording or replay
volume can also be adjusted by using the volume dial at the right side of the tuner/recorder.

_IEH_ CALIBRATION IN TUNING MODE

The STR-200 may malfunction if used or stored under certain conditions. Please avoid:

1. The STR-200 defaults to standard A440 Hz tuning.

Please use two AAA size batteries (3V)
for replacement. When the product is no longer working properly or the LCD does not display clearly,
please take out the batteries and put them in again after ten seconds. If it is still not working, please RECO RDIPLAY MODE
replace the batteries.
3. Please do not apply too much pressure to the STR-200 exterior (either on the buttons, LED window, or 1. Turn on the STR-200 and press button 2 (Mode) until you have selected Record Mode.

ETTING STARTED

Install two AAA batteries (included) according to the polarity indicated on the back side of the
plastic case.

Press button 1 (Record/Stop) to turn on tuner.

3. The STR-200 will default to Chromatic Tuner mode when it is first turned on (this is the best mode for
tuning violin, viola, and cello).

Hold button 1 (Record/Stop) for two seconds to turn the STR-200 off. The STR-200 will automatically
power off if is inactive for three or more minutes.

Turn on the STR-200 and press button 2 (Mode) to select the best tuning mode for your instrument
(Chromatic, Guitar, or Bass).
2. Play an open string. The LCD will identify the note and the needle will display whether it is sharp or flat.
The red LED lights will indicate flat (left light) or sharp (right light).
4.  The green LED light in the center will turn on when the note is in tune.
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
